Entering a perpendicular parking space on the |eft requires
almost the same steps when entering a space on the right.
These are the differences:

2. Pay special attention to your right front bumper and your
left rear fender.

Exiting from a Perpendicular Parking Space

When backing out of such a parking space, many people eithel
back-up so much before turning the wheel that end up in the
flow of traffic or they begin turning too soon that they nearly
scrape the car on either side of them. The key to this problen
is:

1. Straighten the wheels before moving the car.

2. Back-out very slowly, al the while keeping the wheels
straight.

3. When your windshield isin line with the rear bumpers of
the cars parked on either side, then start turning your wheel
slightly in the direction you want to go.
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
