A “No Parking” sign means you cannot park and leave
your vehicle, nor can you stand and wait for someone.
However, you can stop to pick-up or drop-off passengers,
and you can stop to load or unload packages at the
curbside.

Many Japanese (and most Americans!) don’t know the
differences between: “No Parking”, “No Standing” and
“No Stopping”. The following chart shows the dif-
ferences between these signs:

Did you know that the numbers on an interstate highway sign tells
you which part of the country your in and which direction you are
going? The Interstate Highway System generally follows a couple
of simplerules. For 2-digit roads, east/west roads have even
numbers (ex.: 4, 10, 20, 80, 86, etc.) , north/south roads have odd

The east/west routes begin

| listen to a New York City radio station. Sometimes
they say that “Alternate side parking regulations are
suspended today.” What are “alternate side parking
regulations”?

Alternate side parking means that on a specific day of the week,
al cars must park on one side of the street. The next
day, all cars must park on the opposite side of the
street. To know which side of the street you should
park on, look for a*“no parking street-sweeping sign”.
It may say something like “Midnight TO 3 AM Tues,
Thurs, Sat”. If you go to the opposite side of the
street there must (or should) be another “no parking
street-sweeping sign” that states “Midnight TO 3 AM
Mon, Wed, Fri”. These parking regulations apply only
to the 5 boroughs of New Y ork City (Manhattan,
Queens, Brooklyn, Bronx, and Staten Island)

"Letter of Exemption"

The purpose of alternate side parking is to allow the streets to
be cleaned, and to |eave enough road space to keep traffic mov-
ing smoothly. If your car is parked on the wrong side of the
street, you will receive a parking ticket and your car may be
towed.

There are approximately 30 holidays during which alternate side
parking regulations are suspended. During those days, you can
park on either side of the street—except in areas where
stopping, standing and parking rules are in effect seven days a
week (for example “No Parking Anytime”). If you wish to
receive the 1998 New York City Alternate Side Parking Reg-
ulations Calendar, please contact us.

| received my driver license about 5 months ago.
A few weeks ago | was caught going 30 miles over
the speed limit. The policeman gave me a ticket. |
paid they fine. But yesterday, | received a letter
from the Dept. of Motor Vehicles stating that my
license will be suspended. Why?

Also, | live 20 miles from my company. Can’t |
use my car just todrive to and from work?

In New York State, you are on probation for 6 months after
you get your driver license. If you get 4 points during that
period, your license will be suspended for 60 days. However,
you can ask for a court hearing and request special permission
to use your car for work.

In New Jersey State, after you receive your initial driver license
you are on probation for 2 years. If you are convicted of 2 or
more moving violations with atotal of 4 or more points (or 1
violation of 5 points such as speeding 30 miles over the speed
limit) during that period, you must enroll in a Probationary
Driver School Program. Thefeeis $100. If you complete the
program you'll receive a 3-point reduction and be placed on a
one-year test period. If you fail to complete the program, or if
you commit a violation during your test period, your driving
privilege will be suspended.

There are no conditional or special work licenses allowed in
New Jersey. If your license is ever suspended, you cannot drive
for any reason until the period of suspension ends and you
receive anotice of restoration.

I livein New Jersey, but | work in New York
City. | need to get a “Letter of Exemption” from
the Social Security Administration. Can | obtain
that letter from a SSA officein New York, or
must | go to a SSA officein New Jersey.

New Jersey Motor Vehicle Services will accept a“L etter of
Exemption” from a New Y ork SSA office.
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Both New York and New Jersey Department of
Motor Vehicles ask for a social security number.
