York State.

Probation Period

After aperson receives hisfirst NY S driver’sli-
cense, he's on probation for six (6) months. If, dur-
ing that time, he commits any two moving viola-
tions, his license will be suspended for 60 days.

But, if he's caught for speeding, reckless driving or
tailgating—just once— his license will be suspend-
ed for 60 days, or for 90 daysif convicted of driving
while his ability isimpaired by alcohol. After the
suspension ends, he'll be put on probation for
another 6 months. If during that time he commits
two moving violations,—or is caught just once for
speeding, reckless driving, or tailgating—his license
will be revoked for at least 6 months.

After completing the probation period, the driv-
er’ sviolations will be judged on a point system.

The Point System

The point system helpsthe DMV and insurance
companies identify drivers who commit several vio-
lations in a short period of time. Obviously, not al
violations are serious enough to suspend or revoke a
license, but several violations could be asign that
the DMV should take action. Also, every violation
point will increase your insurance premium.
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Here is what happens when you build up points:

710 10 pointsin 18 months. You'll receive a
warning letter from the DMV.

11 or more pointsin 18 months. You will be called
toaDMV hearing, after which your license may be sus-
pended or revoked.

The DMV will remove the violation points after 18
months from the date of the violation. Depending upon
your insurance carrier, however, these points will be held
against you for 3 to 5 years after the violation date. [
